Based on the aerial photo of 2023, the Site is located in an area of miscellaneous
rural fringe landscape character comprising tree groups, temporary structures
and small houses within "V” zone. With reference to our site photos taken on
16.06.2025, the Site is occupied by some trees of common species and self-
seeded vegetation. According to Part 6(A)(e)(ii) of Application Form No. S16-1ll
and Plan No. 9, the whole site (approx. 3,431 sq.m) will be filled with no more than
one meter in depth. However, it is stated in Part 6(A}e)(iii) of Application Form
No. S16-lll that no tree felling will be involved. The applicant should clarify
whether the development proposal would cause any adverse impact to the

existing trees and advise the proposed tree treatment with associated mitigation
measures.
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Response to the comments of “UD&L, PlanD” (as at 31 July, 2025)

2. RtoC - The applicant has clarified that there will be tree felling. Further
information on existing_trees within the Site and mitigation measures are not
provided in the Fl. With reference to our site photos taken on 16.06.2025, there is
a_number of frees/tree groups within the Site, including some large trees.
According to the application, the whole site is proposed to be filled with no more
than one meter in depth. The applicant is advised to provide relevant information
such as broad-brush tree survey, proposed tree treatment and mitigation
measures (if any) to support the application. The applicant is also advised to

review the proposal to preserve the large trees and minimize tree felling within the
Site as far as practicable.
