Comment on 10 April 2026 Response to Comment 

The scale of your site is expected to generate a 

certain amount of traffic. Given that Deep Bay 

Road is a one-lane two-way carriageway, it 

would be necessary to propose road 

improvement works along the road. Based on 

our observation, there is an existing passing 

bay (see the attached PDF circled EP1 and the 

site photo). This passing bay could be further 

improved to better accommodate both the 

existing traffic and the traffic generated by your 

site. We suggest widening the passing bay to 

allow two HGV to pass/ meet. Please submit 

the proposed road improvement works, 

supported by site photos and relevant land 

status information, so that we could assess the 

feasibility. 

Noted with thanks. A reassessment of Deep 

Bay Road between Kai Pak Ling Road and the 

Site has been carried out. We acknowledge 

TD’s concern that the scale of the development 

will generate additional traffic along this 

one‑lane two‑way carriageway and we agree 

that suitable road improvement works are 

required. 

By observation, the existing passing bay (EP1) 

can be further enhanced to better accommodate 

both the existing traffic demand and the traffic 

generated by the Site. As there is an existing 

entrance at the bay, we suggest extending the 

passing bay eastward by making use of the 

verge area to avoid potential blocking or 

affecting the existing buildings. Specifically, 

we propose to widen and extend the bay to 

approximately 20 meters in length which could 

allow two heavy goods vehicles (HGVs) to 

make use of the extended passing bay. 

Moreover, land‑status verified that this bay is 

not adjacent to any private or government land 

nor constrained by slope or sewer. The location 

of the passing bay with modified layout 

highlighted in red is shown in the 

Supplementary Information – Layout Plan for 

Modifying Existing Passing Bay (Figure 8) and 

the Lot Index Plan from Lands Department 

(Figure 9). The passing bay modification 

details will be subject to detailed design study 

at a later stage.
