Once again | question why there is no link on the OZP page to the relevant papers, one has to waste
time looking for the file.

The manner in which GIC sites are being appropriated for commercial uses is alarming.

POPULATION

According to the 2011 Population Census, the population of Cheung Sha Wan was about 198 000.
It is estimated that the planned population of the Area would be about 273 000. Being an early
developed urban district with limited vacant land for open space development, there is a general shortfall
of open space in Cheung Sha Wan.

So the planned population will be 50% more than the current population, indicating a significant need for
GIC services in the not so distant future. Currently old buildings are being demolished and rebuilt to high

rise and industrial buildings are being redeveloped into residential, so the planned increase will almost
- certainly materialize.

How then can the Development Bureau justify snatching away GIC sites from a district that is already
deficient with regard to services for its current populatlon never mind a 50% increase?

Even if there is no great increase in residential units in the immediate district, the recreational needs of
the many thousands of workers in the vicinity should be considered.

Cheung Sha Wan will be deficient in District Open Space by 13.04ha and Local Open Space by
5.29ha.

It is unacceptable that these alarming shortfalls will not be addressed. The solution proposed is that
people can travel to other districts in Sham Shui Po where OS facilities are more abundant. This is
ridiculous. Families with young children, the elderly, and adults with restricted free time are entitled to
enjoy their quota of OS at easily accessible local sites.

Site A, the Wing Hong Street occupies quite a narrow ‘island’ site together with the Wing Hong Street
Rest Garden. There are vegetated slopes along part of the northern and eastern boundaries of the site
and it is bounded by hill slopes. With its existing 40 trees, it is therefore an ideal site for a low rise active
outdoor recreational facility. This would preserve the green panorama for the enjoyment of both
residential and commercial units and help mitigate the wall effect to the south of the site. This is in
keeping with the role GIC sites play in providing visual and spatial relief to the area.

Moreover the proposed 130mt building would cast a shadow on the adjacent rest garden and have a
negative wall effect impact on this amenity.

Site B has ventilation issues. Cheung Shun Street and Cheung Yee Street adjacent to Site B are
identified as air paths in the Cheung Sha Wan Industrial/Business Area. According to the documents -
‘Given the narrowness of the said air paths, the building height of 120mPD as permitted under the OZP
in the Cheung Sha Wan Industrial/Business Area may have negative impact on air ventilation’

Some SSPDC members and local residents have expressed concerns with regard to the loss of
available site for provision of community and welfare facilities, and the possible light pollution, trafflc and
landscape impact caused by the proposed developments.

Maoreover on 2.2.2016 SSPDC expressed concern about the possible impacts on air ventilation, parking
s} ..ce provision, light pollution, traffic as well as community and public facilities brought by the proposed
amendment to the nearby residents and stakeholders, and therefore requested the Government to first
withdraw the proposed amendment and to conduct a comprehensive consultation exercise with

the stakeholders in the local community.

'}Tiey considered that there was enough commercial development nearby and Site B should be reserved
for GIC development to serve the locals (e.g. social welfare / community facilities (including those for
children, youth and elderly), library, sports centre, public car park, market). They also commented that
the rezoning proposal was put forward to them in a rush.

Their views have been ignored.

Has any consideration been given to moving the RCP to Site B? In view of the ventilation issues a
low rise GIC site would be the best option for this site. The police might not be overjoyed but a new RCP
could be built to the latest world class standards with stringent management requirements that would
avoid the issues such facilities usually generate. There is 15mt NBA proposed and greening measures
could mitigate any impact.

There is no residential tower in the immediate vicinity so noise pollution associated with early morning
activities should not be a problem.

This would free up Site A further and allow development of a regular GIC height building to
accommodate some of the facilities desired by the DC and local residents that would not overpower the
rest garden. A win win in other words.

Just last week when addressing members of the Kowloon Cricket Club Chief Secretary Mrs. Carrie Lam
stated ‘It has always been a policy of the Hong Kong SAR Government to raise public interest in and
awareness of sports, encourage wider public participation and promote a healthy lifestyle in the '
community.

The fixation on exploiting every corner of our urban districts at the cost of a significant diminution in the
quality of life and the health implications of over development and wall effect has gone too far. It is time
that TPB members reflect on their obligation to promote the health, safety, convenience and general
welfare of the community through the process of guiding and controlling the development and
use of land, and to bring about a better organized, efficient and desirable place to live and work.
This is in line with government policy on health and social inclusion.

In view of the district council and residents dissatisfaction with the proposals, TPB should reject this
application and request the administration to come up with alternative proposals that respect the role of
GIC within the planning context and meet the aspirations of the local and future community.

Supportive Representations on Item A

S1

To use the proposed refuse collection point
(RCP) with large handling capacity at the site
to replace the existing Cheung Wah Street
RCP at Lai Po Garden.

The catchment area of the existing Cheung
Wah Street RCP is bounded by Tonkin Street,
Kong Lee Road, Wing Hong Street, Castle
Peak Road and Shun Ning Road. There are
many buildings in the above area without the

provision of refuse collection facilities.

The catchment area of the proposed permanent
RCP at Wing Hong Street is bounded by
Kwong Shing Street, Castle Peak Road, Kwong
Cheong Street, Cheung Sha Wan Road, Tai
Nan West Street, King Lam Street, Yu Chau
West Street and Wing Ming Street.

As the catchment areas of the two RCPs are
different, the Cheung Wah Street RCP cannot
be replaced by the future permanent RCP at
Wing Hong Street.

S2

To reserve one floor within the proposed
development for Government use for eating
place or cooked food centre (CFC) so that the
affected licensed hawkers of the existing Yu
Chau West Street Cooked Food Hawker

Bazaar at the site can continue their business.

Food and Environmental Hygiene Department
(FEHD) considers that it is not necessary to
reserve one floor within the proposed
development for Government use as CFC since
all affected licensed hawkers of Yu Chau West
Street Cooked Food Hawker Bazaar at the site
have no intention to continue their food

business after demolition of the existing bazaar.
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Adverse Representations on Item A

T1

There are existing trees within the site and
vegetated slopes along part of the northern
and eastern boundaries of the site. The site is
ideal for low-rise active recreational use for
enjoyment of occupiers of both residential
and commercial developments. It helps to
mitigate the wall effect from the buildings to
its south and provides visual and spatial relief

to the area.

e According to the pre-land sale tree surveys
conducted by the Lands Department (LandsD),
there are 40 trees on the site. No significant
trees have been identified, nor is there any of
the existing trees being listed in the Register of
Old & Valuable Trees. Most of the trees are
common species, such as Macaranga
tannarious var. tomentosa ([IHH), Aleurites
moluccana ({73E) etc.

e For any type of development, the existing trees
within the site and vegetated slopes shall be
preserved as far as practicable according to

land lease conditions.

e Should any trees to be affected by the
development, application  to relevant
departments for approval is required (e.g. under
the Lands Administration Office Practice Note
Nos. 7/2007 and 7/2007A - Tree Preservation
and Tree Removal Application for Building

Development in Private Project).

e Prior to the rezoning, the site was zoned
“G/IC” with a building height (BH) restriction
of 13 storeys. As the site is located within the
Cheung Sha Wan Industrial/Business Area, the
rezoning for business development is not
considered incompatible with the character of
the surrounding townscape. Moreover, the
Wing Hong Street Rest Garden (WHSRG)
located to the immediate east of the subject site
will continue to serve as a visual and spatial

relief in the area.
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e The Leisure and Cultural Services Department

(LCSD) does not raise any objection to

rezoning amendment.

T2

The proposed building of 130mPD high

would cast a shadow on the adjacent rest

garden and have wall effect on this amenity.

The site is located to the west of the WHSRG.
The proposed building may cast shadow on the
west side of the rest garden in the afternoon.
However, this is not unusual for a rest garden
in the urban area, with building / buildings
developed right next to open space. Moreover,
as there is a slope separating the rest garden
and the proposed building, significant and
direct effect on WHSRG is not envisaged.

T3

There is a lack of Government, institution or

community (GIC) land and facilities in the

district. In view of future population increase
in the area, further reduction in land for GIC

use will aggravate the problem.

A table on the provision of open space and major
community facilities in the Cheung Sha Wan area
is at Annex VII. Based on the Hong Kong
Planning Standards and Guidelines (HKPSG)
requirements and planned population for the
area, except for one sports centre and 130
secondary school classrooms, there is no deficit
of GIC provision in the OZP area. With an area
of about 0.29 ha, Site A is too small for sports
centre or secondary school development. The
facilities in deficit are to be assessed on a wider
district basis by the relevant departments and the
shortfalls could be addressed by the provision in
the adjoining areas. Concerned Government
departments have no objection to the rezoning

amendment.

T4

There is a shortfall of district open space and

local open space by 13.04 ha and 5.29 ha (in

Cheung Sha Wan) respectively. There should

be more consideration on

recreational spaces instead.

e As an early developed urban district with

limited vacant land for open space
development, there has been some shortfall of
open space in Cheung Sha Wan. However,

e The site is located within an industrial /
business area away from residential
developments.

To relocate the RCP at Site A to Site B.

Relocation of the RCP at Site A to the Site B is not
desirable as it will only serve a catchment area
different from that of the one at the current site
(i.e. Wing Hong Street Temporary RCP). Being
further away from the catchment of Cheung Wah
Street RCP at Lai Bo Garden, a RCP at Site B
would not be able to help relieve the waste
loading on Cheung Wah Street RCP.

Not to accept the proposed amendment and
come up with alternative proposals including

Site A is considered suitable for business uses in
view of the need to meet development needs and
its compatibility with the surrounding land uses.
Sufficient land has been reserved for provision of
open space and community facilities in Cheung
Sha Wan / Shum Shui Po. LCSD has no

objection to the rezoning amendment.

T7

The amendment will aggravate the problem of

light pollution.

e As the surrounding areas are mainly under
industrial / business uses, light pollution should

not be a concern.

e The Government will continue to take positive
actions to handle complaints against external
lighting installations. Upon receipt of
complaints, the Environmental Protection
Department  (EPD)  would relay the
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complainants’ concerns and requests to the
persons  responsible  for the lighting
installations in question, and advise them to
refer to the Guidelines on Industry Best
Practices for External Lighting Installations
and take appropriate measures to minimise the
impacts of the lighting installations on the
residents in the vicinity.

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Adverse Representations on Item B

A. Air Ventilation / Environment

Al

The previous air ventilation assessment
(AVA) conducted in 2010 (AVR/G/55)
suggested, amongst others, that the maximum
BH for developments along Cheung Shun
Street should be 60mPD and Cheung Sha
Wan Police Station and the adjoining site
should be maintained as “G/IC” land. The
current rezoning for commercial development
with a BH of 120mPD deviates from these
suggestions. It will adversely affect the air

ventilation in the area.

e According to the Technical Guide for Air

Ventilation Assessment for Developments in
Hong Kong, an Expert Evaluation (EE) is a
qualitative assessment which is particularly
useful for large site and/or sites with specific
and unique wind features, issues, concerns and
problems; whereas an AVA Initial Study (AVA
IS) will refine and substantiate the EE.

Based on the AVA EE for the Cheung Sha Wan
Area (2010), Cheung Shun Street (adjacent to
Site B) and Cheung Yee Street are air paths in
the Cheung Sha Wan Industrial / Business
Area. It is recommended to maintain the “O”
and “G/IC” sites at Lai Chi Kok Road. It is also
suggested that if developments along Cheung
Shun Street could not be restricted to the
recommended maximum BH of 60mPD, the
adverse air ventilation can be reduced by
widening the road spacing of this street. Air
ventilation can also be improved if podia are

made permeable.

Taking the above into account and to assess the
potential impact of the rezoning, the Planning
Department (PlanD) commissioned an AVA IS
using computational fluid dynamics (CFD),
which was completed in March 2016. Under
the AVA IS, a proposed scenario is formulated
based on a commercial development with a
building setback of about 4m along the

northern boundary of the site to allow for wider
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road spacing along Cheung Shun Street and
incorporating a 15m NBA along the eastern
boundary to facilitate the wind flow into
Cheung Shun Street. The proposed scenario has
been assessed against the baseline scenario.
According to the study, the annual and summer
prevailing winds are mainly coming from
northeast and east directions, and east,
east-southeast, south-southwest and southwest
directions respectively. The study concluded
that the proposed commercial development at
the site would not significantly affect the
overall wind performance. Moreover, under the
annual wind condition, the site spatial average
velocity ratio and local spatial average velocity
ratio under the proposed scenario would be

higher than those of the baseline scenario.

A2

At present, the RCP and public toilet at

Cheung Shun Street opposite to the site do not

pose an odour problem to the community due

to the existing air ventilation situation.
According to AVA report conducted for the
site (AVR/G/104) suggested the conditions of

the two development scenarios are worse than

the baseline condition. Assessments on the

wind environment (e.g. with special test

points) should be conducted to confirm that

the proposed development would not result in

local accumulation of odour

proceeding with the rezoning.

before

According to FEHD, currently ventilation and
odour control systems have been installed in
the existing RCP and the adjacent public toilet.
In addition, appropriate measures at the RCP
and toilet have all along been taken to prevent

causing odour nuisance to the public.

The AVA 1is to assess the impacts of the
proposal on the pedestrian wind environment at
2m above ground after taking into account the
effects of buildings, topography and other
urban features. It is noted that at present, the
RCP does not cause such an odour problem.
Nonetheless, odour is caused by many different
factors, e.g. concentration of odour, exhaust
location, wind environment, humidity,
temperature, human sensation, handling
method of the refuse etc. An AVA, whether
by CFD or wind tunnel, is not able to predict if
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such problem would occur with or without the
proposed development. It is also not the
objective of an AVA study.

In the AVA IS completed in March 2016, the
overall test points O36-O38 are the most
relevant test points to Cheung Shun Street RCP
Results of the AVA IS

indicate that under both the annual and summer

wind conditions, the ventilation performance of
these test points are similar in the proposed
scenario and the baseline scenario.

The Government will continue to take positive
actions to handle complaints against external
lighting installations.

There should be regulations to prohibit any
designs or potential source for light pollution
such as the use of light at nighttime and use of
material for commercial buildings. The land
sale conditions should specify measures to
mitigate light pollution such as compulsory
switching off of unnecessary lightings at
non-business hours, installation of gadgets to
avoid strong reflection of lights and
forbidding the wuse of flickering or
hue-changing lighting installations on the side

facing residential building.

Measures to minimise the problems of energy
wastage and light nuisance arising from
external lighting are supported. Such measures
have been set out in the Guidelines on Industry
Best  Practices for  External  Lighting
Installations. BD does not raise any objection

to the rezoning amendment.

According to LandsD, in general land sales
conditions of a site would only reflect the
planned development parameters, instead of the
daily operation and building installation of the

proposed development.

A6

The proposed commercial building of
120mPD high will face directly to Tower 2 of
One West Kowloon with Lai Chi Kok Road
in between. It will impose complete blockade
of sky light along Lai Chi Kok Road. It will
also affect the day lighting for the relatively

low-rise buildings nearby.

The subject development located at Lai Chi Kok
Road is mainly surrounded by non-residential
uses. The site is separated from One West
Kowloon by Lai Chi Kok Road (which is about
37m wide). With a distance of about 50m away,
it is not directly fronting unto the One West
Kowloon.

The subject development located at Lai Chi Kok
Road is mainly surrounded by non-residential
uses. The site is separated from One West
Kowloon by Lai Chi Kok Road. With a distance
of about 50m away, it is not directly fronting
onto the One West Kowloon and significant

impact on privacy is not envisaged.

A8

There is a high-powered radio base station at
the adjoining Cheung Sha Wan Police Station.
It is not certain whether the proposed building
will interfere the telecommunication system
of the police station or the strong radio signals
will pose health hazard to the future users of
the building.

Regarding the potential impact of the proposed
building on their telecommunication system at
Cheung Sha Wan Police Station, the
Commissioner of Police has no adverse comment
on the rezoning amendment. There is no
evidence that there will be health hazard caused
by the telecommunication system of the police
station to future wusers of the proposed

development.

A9

The land sale conditions should require the
proposed development to follow the
Sustainable Building Design Guidelines
proposed by the Council for Sustainable

Development.

e Buildings Department’s PNAP APP-151 on
Building Design to Foster a Quality and
Sustainable Built Environment and PNAP
APP-152 on Sustainable Building Design

Guidelines are applicable to the subject site.

e In general, depending on the applicability of
the site, relevant provisions on building
separation, building setback and coverage of
greenery provision may be stipulated in land

sale conditions of the site where appropriate.

The additional requirement on Amendments
to Notes of OZP Item (a), which reads that “to
provide a minimum of 85 public car parking
spaces”, is still insufficient to meet to huge
demand in the area. There are suggestions to
raise the number to 300-500 car parking

spaces

According to TD, in view of the relatively small
scale of the proposed development and the
existing road network nearby, the traffic impacts
will be minimal. The demand and supply of car
parking spaces in the area has been closely
monitored by TD. The proposed development
is required to provide 85 public parking spaces
for private cars and light goods vehicles, apart
from providing adequate parking spaces to serve
its own need according to the HKPSG. During
the construction period, temporary parking will

also be provided at vacant land nearby.

D. Assessment on Demand for Commercial Floor

Evaluation on the demand on commercial
land may not be accurate.

Executive Summary

Ove Arup & Partners Hong Kong Ltd. (Arup) was commissioned by Planning
Department (PlanD) to carry out an Air Ventilation Assessment (AVA) for
Potential Commercial Site at Cheung Shun Street near Lai Chi Kok Road, Cheung
Sha Wan.

The site is situated at the southwestern fringe of the Cheung Sha Wan Industrial/
Business Area. A cluster of medium-rise business/ industrial buildings are located
to the east and north of the project site. In addition, high-rise residential
developments of Banyan Garden, Liberte, The Pacifica and One West Kowloon are
located to the immediate south of the site, whereas an elevated Tsing Sha Highway
is located west of the site.

The site of about 0.423 ha at Cheung Shun Street near Lai Chi Kok Road, Cheung
Sha Wan is zoned “Government, Institution or Community” (“G/IC”) on the
approved Cheung Sha Wan Outline Zoning Plan (OZP) No. S/K5/35, subject to a
building height restriction of 13 storeys. To optimize the development opportunity
and to allow for more design flexibility, it has been identified as a potential site to
be rezoned for commercial use.

A qualitative assessment of the existing wind condition as well as a site-specific
guantitative assessment on the possible air ventilation impacts have been conducted
to support the rezoning proposal to be submitted for the Town Planning Board

Site Wind Availability

A study of wind availability and characteristics for Hong Kong was conducted by
the City University of Hong Kong. In the study, a meso-scale model Regional
Atmospheric Modelling System (RAMS)! was used to reproduce the site wind data
including wind rose and wind profile. Based on the site wind availability data, the
Project Site is located within grid X: 074 Y: 046.

Wind Data for Qualitative Assessment

Wind rose at 200m height is selected to investigate prevailing wind condition, as it
can better represent the incoming wind to the site which include the influence from
the surrounding morphology. The wind availability data shows that NE and E winds
dominate under the annual wind condition while E, ESE, SW and SSW dominate
under the summer wind condition.

Wind Data for Quantitative Assessment — Initial Study

Wind rose at 500m height is selected to investigate prevailing wind condition in the
Initial Study, as the wind is unaffected by the urban roughness value.

Eight prevailing wind directions are considered in this AVA Study which covers
78.9% of the total annual wind frequency. They are north-easterly (7.6%), east-
north-easterly (11.9%), easterly (21.8%), east-south-easterly (12.4%), south-
easterly (6.5%), south-south-easterly (4.8%), south-south-westerly (7.3%) and
south-westerly (6.6%) winds.

In addition, eight prevailing wind directions are considered in the AVA Study
which covers 81.8% of the total summer wind frequency. They are easterly (8.1%),
east-south-easterly (9.7%), south-easterly (7.9%), south-south-easterly (7.9%),
southerly (9.3%), south-south-westerly (15.7%), south-westerly (16.4%) and west-
south-westerly (6.8%) winds.

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Qualitative Assessment of the Existing Wind Condition

Under Annual Wind Condition — NE and E Wind

Under annual wind condition, the prevailing winds are mainly coming from
Northeast (NE) and East (E) directions.

Under NE wind condition, upwind mid-rise and high-rise building clusters would
block the incoming wind and induces wake zone within the site. The wind
environment at the project site is expected to be relatively low.

Under E wind condition, Cheung Sha Wan Temporary Wholesale Poultry Market
and Sham Shui Po Sports Ground act as wind entrance for Lai Chi Kok Road and
facilitates E wind to flow along and further towards Sham Mong Road.

Under Summer Wind Condition — E, ESE, SSW and SW Wind

Under summer condition, the prevailing winds are mainly coming from East (E),
East-Southeast (ESE), Southwest (SW) and South-South-West (SSW) directions.

Under SW and SSW wind condition, the large building gap between Hoi Lai Estate
and Mei Foo Sun Chuen allow wind penetrate into western portion of Lai Chi Kok
Area. A portion of incoming winds from Tsing Sha Highway could also penetrate
across Sham Mong Road into the Project Site resulting a good wind environment.

Under ESE wind condition, the high-rise residential building clusters at the
southern side would block the ESE prevailing wind significantly from low level to
mid-level, resulting the diversion of wind to Lai Chi Kok Road and Sham Mong
Road and approach to the site.

Studied Scenarios

In this study, there are three scenarios — namely Baseline Scenario, Scenario A, and
Scenario B.

e Baseline Scenario - The Baseline Scenario represents a GIC development
with building height not exceeding 13 storeys, which is an OZP-conforming
scheme. The building tower is setback from south boundary with a podium
of ~26.5mPD and there is an around 6.5m building setback from the east
boundary.

e Scenario A — Scenario A presents a commercial development with a Plot
Ratio (PR) of 12 and a building height restriction of 120mPD. The design
intent is to adopt a conventional podium design with full site coverage at a
height of 15m. And a ~10m tower setback design is also adopted from east
boundary in Scenario A. A maximum 23m building tower setback is
adopted from the south site boundary.

e Scenario B - Scenario B presents a commercial development with a PR of
12 and a maximum building height restriction of 1220mPD. The design intent
is to adopt a commercial development with incorporation of mitigation
measures to improve air ventilation such as 15m Non-building Area(s) and
setback from the lot boundaries. There is also a ~4m setback from the north
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site boundary. At high level, a part of the tower (~25m) at upper level has

Test Point Location

Test points are evenly placed along the site boundary and within the assessment
area of the Proposed Development to determine the ventilation performance. There
will be two types of test points in the study:

Perimeter Test Points

Perimeter test points are the points positioned at the boundary of the Project Site.
In accordance with the Technical Circular for AVA, 30 perimeter points (purple
spots) are positioned at interval of 10 — 50m alongside the site boundary as shown
in Figure 6.

Overall Test Points

Overall test points are those points evenly positioned in the open space, on the
streets and places where pedestrian frequently access within the assessment area.
100 overall test points (blue spots) are selected and shown in Figure 7.

Special Test Points

Special test points are the points evenly positioned in the open area that pedestrians
can access within the site boundary. 8 special test points (orange spots marked with
“SBS”) are selected for Scenario B and the location of points are shown in Figure 8.

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Results and Discussion

The Wind Velocity Ratio (VR) as proposed by the Technical Circular was
employed to assess the ventilation performances of the Proposed Development and
surrounding environment. VR is defined as the ratio of the wind velocity at the
pedestrian level (2m above ground) to the wind velocity at the top of the wind
boundary layer. Higher VR implies better ventilation.

The Site spatial average velocity ratio (SVR) represents the average VR of all
perimeter test points at the site boundary. The Local spatial average velocity ratio
(LVR) represents the average VR of all perimeter and overall test points. The SVR
and LVR under annual and summer conditions were calculated respectively.

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Under annual condition, the SVR and LVR of both Scenarios A and B is higher
than Baseline Scenario, indicating that ventilation performance at the immediate
area and local area are both better. Among the three scenarios, Scenario B achieves
the best wind performance with SVR of 0.17 and LVR of 0.20 respectively.

The overall ventilation performances among Baseline Scenario, Scenario A and
Scenario B are quite similar under annual condition. In addition, the main Road
such as Lai Chi Kok Road also has similar wind performances among the three
scenarios.

The taller building towers under Scenarios A and B would divert and downwash
the SW quarterly wind to the pedestrian level resulting better wind performance at
west part of Cheung Shun Street (black arrow in Figure 10 and Figure 11). At the
same time, the building would block the SW quarterly wind resulting a slightly
lower VR at the eastern side of the site along Cheung Shun Street (purple circle in
Figure 10 to Figure 11).

Open area of Cheung Sha Wan Police Station achieves a slightly better VR under
Scenarios A and B due to the downwash effect of the taller building height under E
quarter wind.

Southern site boundary achieve a slightly higher VR under Scenario B as compared
with Scenario A (blue circle in Figure 11) due to the straight building frontage at
east facade of Scenario B facilitate downwash wind to the pedestrian level.

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Scenarios A and B also have better SVR and LVR than Baseline Scenario,
achieving a better wind environment at the immediate surroundings and local area.
Furthermore, for the LVR, both Scenarios A and B achieves a similar value,
reflecting that their local ventilation performance is similar.

The overall ventilation performances among Baseline Scenario, Scenario A and
Scenario B are quite similar under summer condition.

The taller building towers in Scenarios A and B blocks prevailing wind from SW
quarter resulting a lower VR around the east part of the Cheung Shun Street (purple
circle in Figure 13 and Figure 14). At the same time, higher building towers under
Scenarios A and B diverts the south-westerly quarter wind to Cheung Sha Wan
Road resulting better wind performance.

The downwash effect along Lai Chi Kok Road near the Project Site is also
strengthened due to the taller and larger building bulk under Scenarios A and B (red
circle in Figure 13). This effect has localized impact and enhances the wind
environment of Lai Chi Kok Road.

Compared between Scenarios A and B, better ventilation performance is observed
under Scenario A at Lai Chi Kok Road. The 15m NBA under Scenario B allows a
portion of wind along Lai Chi Kok Road would flow across the NBA and less wind
would flow along Lai Chi Kok Road to the east. In contrast, the podium bulk of
Scenario A would direct the wind towards Lai Chi Kok Road.

Focus Area

Various Focus Areas with frequent pedestrian access and within major activity
zones were defined, as shown in Figure 15.

Under annual condition, most of the focus areas achieved a similar VR values
indicating their ventilation performance is quite similar among the scenarios, except
Lai Chi Kok Road, Cheung Yee Street, open area of Cheung Sha Wan Police
Station, Yuet Lun Street and KMB Temporary Bus Depot.

e For Lai Chi Kok Road, localized area near the site is better under Scenario
B. This is due to the 15m NBA and 4m setback would facilitate the wind
flow around the site under SE quarter wind.

e Cheung Yee Street has a better ventilation performance under Baseline
Scenario. It is because Baseline Scenario has higher wind permeability and
allows more wind penetration across the site toward Cheung Yee Street.

e Comparing Scenario B to Scenario A, the provision of tower setback in
Scenario A allows larger separation between the building and the adjacent
Police Station. This would facilitates the SW quarterly wind penetrate into
the open area of Cheung Sha Wan Police Station.

e For the Yuet Lun Street, the downwash wind from NE quarter strengthen
the air flow along Cheung Shun Street and further enhance the ventilation
performance at Yuet Lun Street under Scenarios A and B.
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e For the KMB Temporary Bus Depot, the downwash wind of the project site
under annual wind condition would disturb the air stream along Lai Chi Kok
Road under Scenarios A and B, resulting a slightly lower VR under
Scenarios A & B.

e Under Scenario B, the NBA has a VR of 0.20 higher than the SVR and
similar to the LVR, which indicates the 15m NBA is quite effective.

Similar to the annual condition, the VR at most of the focus areas is generally
similar among the three scenarios under summer condition, except Cheung Mou
Street, open area of Cheung Sha Wan Police Station, Cheung Yee Street, KMB
Temporary Bus Depot and Cheung Sha Wan Road/ Cheung Shun Street
Playground.

e The wind performance at Cheung Mou Street and open area of Cheung Sha
Wan Police Station are better under Scenarios A and B. Among all the
scenarios, Scenario A achieves the best wind performance at these focus
areas.

e For the Cheung Mou Street, under Scenario B, the 15m NBA design
facilitates the wind penetrate from Lai Chi Kok Road to Cheung Shun Street
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while under Scenario A, the separation between Scenario A building and
Police Station is reduced and the wind cannot pass the Site.

e For the open area of Cheung Sha Wan Police Station, the tower setback of
Scenario A allows more SW quarterly wind penetrate the Site to the open
area of Cheung Sha Wan Police Station.

e The wind environment at Cheung Yee Street is better under Baseline
Scenario, as the wind from SW can flow over the low-rise building tower
(~40mPD) and reach to Cheung Yee Street.

e The KMB Temporary Bus Depot has a slightly lower VR under Scenarios
A and B. This is due to the downwash wind induced by the taller building
of Scenarios A and B disturbs the air stream from Lai Chi Kok Road leading
to less wind reach to that area.

e Cheung Sha Wan Road/ Cheung Shun Street Playground has a higher VR
results under Scenarios A and B. This is due to the downwashed wind under
SW quarter allow more wind flow along Cheung Shun Street with a portion
of wind would divert to the Playground.

e Under Scenario B, the 156m NBA within Site has a VR of 0.22 higher than
the SVR and LVR, which indicates the 15m NBA is effective.

Recommendation

Under Scenario B, the provision of 15m NBA and 4m setback create larger wind
entrance thus further enhance wind penetration using 15m NBA towards Cheung
Shun Street, Open Space of Cheung Sha Wan Police Station and Cheung Sha Wan
Road/ Cheung Shun Street Playground.

The development would also consider to further chamfer the southern portion
building edge and create a larger separation between the building block and adjacent
Cheung Sha Wan Police Station in order to facilitate the summer wind penetration.

If the future development cannot fulfil the 15m NBA and 4m setback requirement,
a quantitative analysis should be carried out to demonstrate that no adverse
ventilation impact would be imposed to the surrounding wind environment.
