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We   provide   further   clarification   on   site   selection   and   excavation   of   land   for   the   application : 

1 .  The   proposed   gas   governor   kiosk   aims   to   reinforce   the   existing   gas   supply   network 
and   make   provision   of   gas   supply   to   the   potential   gas   demand   under   the   urban 
renewal     plan   for   Hung   Hom   District .  Particular   sites   in   the   area   which   is   bounded   to 
the   North   by   Bulkeley   Street ,  to   the   West   by   Gillies   Avenue   South ,  to   the   South   by 
Hung   Hom   South   Road   and   to   the   East   by   Fuk   Chi     Street .  The   kiosk   location   must   be 
in   vicinity   of   the   developments   and   3m   away   from   the   residential   developments . 
Further ,  it   is   impractical   to   install   inside   this   area   as   there   are   new   development   that 
are   currently   under   construction  ( Pls   refer   to   the   drawing   dated   14-7-2022 ). . 

2 .  The   site   is   identified   as   the   most   suitable   location   for   installation   of   the   proposed 
kiosk   taking   into   account     a   number   of   factors   including   avoidance   of     obstruction   to 

pedestrian   and   traffic     flow ,  compatibility   with     other   uses ,  impacts   on   existing 
structures   and   underground   utilities   installations ,  the   sufficient     buffer   from   the   CLP 
station ,  the   future   operation   and   maintenance   of     the   proposed   kiosk . 

3 .  To   facilitate   the   building   of   the   concrete   plinth   and   installation  &  connection   of     the 
inlet/  outlet   pipes ,  an   approximate   2 . Om   deep   trench   excavation   is   required  ( Pls   refer 
to   the   drawing   no .

Recommended Advisory Clauses 
 
(a) to note the comments of District Lands Officer/Kowloon West, Lands Department that Site 

falls on public pavement which is under the management and maintenance of Transport 
Department and Highways Department (HyD) respectively.  The proposed gas governor 
kiosk having an area of less than 12m2 is covered by the Block Licence dated 11.8.1995 
granted to the applicant.  The applicant is required to comply with the conditions of the 
Block Licence, including the distribution of gas is at a pressure less than 400 Kpa.  If the 
planning application is approved by the Town Planning Board, the applicant is required to 
apply for an excavation permit from HyD prior to the commencement of work.  The 
applicant is also required to maintain and update the Master Plans showing all installations 
on unleased land pursuant to the conditions of the Block Licence; 
 

(b) to note the comments of the Chief Building Surveyor/Kowloon, Buildings Department (BD) 
that if the Site is subject to a lease by Government, all building works are subject to 
compliance with the Buildings Ordinance.  In this connection, the applicant should be 
advised to engage an Authorized Person to submit building plans for Building Authority’s 
approval, his detailed comments would be conveyed at building plan submission stage;  
 

(c) to note the comments of the Director of Fire Services that the Emergency Vehicular Access 
(EVA) provision of nearby buildings shall not be affected by the proposed works.  
Nevertheless, shall the proposed works affect any EVA provision of nearby buildings or 
licensed premises in the area, such as petrol filling station or dangerous goods store, the 
applicant should make separate enquiry to his department to ensure work feasibility;  
 

(d) to note the comments of the Commissioner for Transport that the applicant shall take up 
the management and maintenance responsibilities of the proposed works, affected public 
road and street furniture as indicated in the proposed layout submitted on 11.7.2022.  The 
applicant shall handle complaints arising from the proposal, if any.  Transport Department 
reserves the right to request the applicant to amend and/or remove the proposed works; and  
 

(e) to note the comments of the Chief Highway Engineer/Kowloon, HyD that presumably, the 
hard-paved area of the proposed kiosk shall be maintained by the applicant.  Excavation 
Permit shall be applied to and approved by his Regional Office for any excavation works 
involved on public roads and maintained by his Department before the commencement of 
the works.  Details of applications for excavation permits are available at HyD’s website 
(https://www.hyd.gov.hk/en/publications_and_publicity/publications/technical_document
/xppm/manual/doc/CH5_S1_V19.pdf). Upon completion of the excavation works, the 
public roads shall be reinstated at the applicant’s cost and to the satisfaction of his 
Department.  All necessary measures should be taken to avoid any damage to nearby public 
roads, streetlights and street furniture by the proposed works.  Should there be any damage 
to them due to the proposed works, the applicant should repair them at his cost and to the 
satisfaction of his Department.  Any deposit of spoil/debris should be avoided on the nearby 
public road and road drainages system.  The excavation works should not obstruct the 
pedestrian and vehicular flows there.  The wastewater within the works area should be 
properly treated before discharging into public road drainage system.  All utility 
undertakers should be consulted to ensure that the excavation works would not have 
conflicts with existing underground utilities.  Sufficient width/space should be allowed for 
future inspection and maintenance works carried out by his Regional Office.
