1. Introduction

The planning statement is submitted to the Town Planning Board (“The Board”) in support of a

- planning application for proposed Temporary Rural Workshop (Timber Yard/Sawmill) (the ‘proposed
developmént’) for a period of 3 years at Lots 581 (Part), 582 (Part), 583, and 584RP and adjoining
government land in D.D. 89 Man Kam To Road, Sha Ling, N.T. (“the Application site”)

1.01 The Application Site, covering an area of about 4,224 sq.m., falls within an area zoned
“Agriculture” ("AGR”) on the Approved Fu Tei Au & Sha Ling Outline Zoning Plan (OZP) No.
S/INE-FTA/16. According to the Notes of the OZP, ‘Rural Workshop (Timber Yard/Sawmill)’ is
neither a Column 1 nor Column 2 use of the “AGR” zone, and temporary use or development .
of any land or building not exceeding a period of three years requires planning permission from
the Board. '

1.02 The Applicant, Kinform Timber Company Limited. (hereafter “the Applicant”), is the associated.
company of Kinform Lifnifed which is based in Hong Kong and has been operated a timber
business in Ma Tso Lung, Kwu Tung North, N.T. for almost 30 years. The Applicant’s timber yard
was relocated to Ma Tso Lung from Kowloon some 30 years ago due to urban growth. In the
1970’s, the Government allocated and sold the land in Ma Tso Lung to those timber operators
affected by relocation. Since then, Ma Tso Lung has become a hub of timber factories. The
current application is submitted to facilitate the relocation of timber yard and sawmill workshop
in Kwu Tung North (i.e. Lot 2240 S.E ss.1 in D.D. 96 and nearby Government land, Ma Tso
Lung).

1.03 The Site is the subject of a previously approved planning application (Application No.: A/NE-
FTA/196) for proposed temporary rural workshop (timber yard and sawmill) for a period of three
years and the permission is valid until 6.3.2023. The current application is for the same applied

. use submitted by the same applicant. During the detailed design stage, minor changes to the
- site boundary and layout have been made to meet the requirements of relevant Departments in
order to comply with the approval conditions granted. As the revised scheme involves an
increase of site area of about 708 sq.m. (+20.1%) when compared with the approved scheme
under planning application No. A/NE-FTA/196, such changes in site area fall outside the scope
of Class A/B amendments according to the Town Planning Board Guidelines No. 36B and
require a fresh application to the Town Planning Board (TPB).

Site Configuration and Layout

2.01 1t is proposed to use the Application Site for proposed temporary rural workshop (timber
yard/sawmill) for a period of 3 years. The Application Site has an area of about 4,224 sq.m. The
ingress/egress point will be at the northern side connecting Man Kam To Road with 8m in width. -
A main structure, with a total covered land area of about 2,670 sq.m. and with height of not more
than 12m, is proposed as a rural workshop for storage of timber/plywood and other construction
materials. The height of this structure is similar to the Applicant’s existing sawmill at Ma Tso
Lung to meet the operational needs of the Applicant. A 2-storey ancillary office, with a total floor
area of about 118 sq.m., is proposed near the north-eastern boundary. The Application Site will
be fenced off by 2.5m high and 100mm thick solid boundary wall on the north-east side, A 2.5m
high metal sheet on North and North -west side and 2.5m high fencing on the remaining sides.

2.02 Compared with the approved scheme of No. A/NE-FTA/196, the covered area of the main
structures at the northern portion of the site has been shifted southwards to the additional site
area. Due to the reduction of covered structures at the northern portion of the site, the ancillary
office will not be located within the covered area. Nevertheless, the proposed GFA remains

unchanged.
Vehicular Access and Parking Arrangement

2.03 The width of the ingress/égress point of the Application Site is about 8m wide and located at
~ the northern side of the Application Site cénnecting to Man Kam To Road via the government
land and there will be no difficulties in internal traffic circulation sense as sufficient space for
maneuvering of vehicles is allowed at the northern portion of the Application Site such that no
waiting or queuing of goods vehicles along Man Kam To Road will arise under any
circumstances. There will be 2 private car parking spaces (2.5m x 5m) for staff/visitors are
proposed. To minimize the noise impact to the surrounding areas, all loading/unloading
activities and parking will be conducted within the enclosed structure. According to the
Applicant, trips for transporting the timber/plywood to/from the Application Site made by the
container vehicles/medium goods vehicles will be not more than 10 trips daily which is thesame
as the current operation at Ma Tso Lung, as the amount of timber to be stored within the
Application Site will remain stagnant all the time. Trips made by the vehicles during the non- -
peak hours will be about 7 trips and trips for staff/visitors will also be not more than 4 trips daily.

2.04 Compared with the approved scheme of FTA/196, one Loading /Unloading space for Medium
Goods Vehicle has been removed for better maneuvering space and private car parking space
remain unchanged. There are no other changes in vehicular access and parking arrangement.

Site Operations

2.05 The operation hours of the Application Site are between 8:00am to 6:30pm from Mondays to
Saturdays. There will be no operation on Sundays and public holidays.

3. Revised Technical Proposals .

There is no material change to the original approved development proposal under planning
application No. A/NE-FTA/196," and there would be no further implications to traffic,
environmental, landscape, drainage and sewerage aspects. Relevant technical proposals have

been submitted under the current application for Department’s review:

Traffic Management Measures

3.01 Atraffic management plan has been submitted in Appendix A.

Provision of Drainage Facilities

3.02 Perimeter surface channels are proposed to collect and divert surface runoff from .he
Application Site to the nearby drains. A drainage proposal has been submitted in Appendix B
for Drainage Services Department's comment. Same as the previously approved application,
the proposed developmeht would not cause adverse drainage impact to the surroundings.

Environmental Consideration

3.03 To avoid any potential impact from the proposed development to the surroundings, the
Applicant will follow ProPECC PN 5/93 to prevent water pollution and install devices such as
gully grates and silt removal facilities to prevent rubbish/silt from entering the nearby stream
during/after construction. Acoustic materials will be adopted in the workshop area to minimize
the noise impact; nonetheless as the operating hours will be restricted from 8 a.m. to 6:30p.m.
on Mondays to Fridays and from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Saturdays, hencé the noise impact will be
minimal. A revised environmental mitigation measures proposal has been submitted in
Appendix C for Environmental Protection Department’s comment.

Provision of Fire Service Installation

3.04 To comply with Fire Service Department regulations, the applicant will follow the relevant
restrictions relating to the sprinkler system and water tank capacity in accordance to LPC BS
EN 12845:2003. The applicant will also submit a formal application to the Dangerous Goods

4. Planning Justifications

Justifications for changes to the approved scheme

4.01 To facilitate the implementation of the approval conditions, justifications for the major changes
to the approved scheme are as follow:

- Northern portion of the site near the ingress/egress of the site is enlarged due to the
technical requirement of Traffic Department (i.e. the maneuvering spaces for vehicles),
Draihage Department (i.e. drainage pipes) and Fire Services Department (i.e. provision
of pumproom and water tank). Also, with the provision of adequate car parking and L/UL
spaces, there are insufficient space left at the entrance area of the site. Hence, more
space is needed at the northern portion of the site.

- Proposed drainage pipes are relocated and shifted westwards/eastwards to the additional
site area on Government land along the western/eastern boundaries of the site for better

-site configuration and usage of space with better alignment of the drainage pipes.

Planning Justifications for previously approved applicafion (No. A/INE-FTA/196)

4.02 All the planning justifications under the previously approved application No. A/NE-FTA/196
remain valid. Below are the main points for planning justifications in approved application:

Best Locational Choice of the Application Site

4.03 The proposed use of the Application Site for timber yard/sawmill is a practical and reasonable
solution to the relocation demand of the Applicant. The Applicant has spent effort in identifying
suitable site for relocation of their workshop in Ma Tso Lung‘ to pave way for the Government’s
KTN NDA development. Although several alternative sites in various areas including Hung
Lung Hang, Ping Che, Ta Kwu Ling and Yuen Long were considered, the proposed site is the
most suitable as it is located close to a main road and with considerable size to accommodate
the operational needs of the Applicant. The site is directly accessible via Man Kam To Road
and will not cause adverse traffic impact on the surroundings |

4.04 The Applicant is vital in the industry and has been operating the timber business in Hong Kong
for almost 30 years. They aim to continue to run the business and maintain a steady supply to
support the construction projects in Hong Kong. The import quantities of timber and plywood
by the applicant account for an average of about 22% and 19% of the Hong Kong timber market
respectively in 2018. They are also the first timber supplier having awarded green certificates
in accordance to Hong Kong Building Environmental Assessment Method (BEAM) Plus

standards.

'4.05 The proposed use of the workshop is the same as the affected business in KTN. In order to
keep up with the trend for constructing green buildings with energy-efficient materials, the site
would also conduct workshop activities for materials other than timber (including aluminium-
and metal products) to meet the future demand.

No Adverse Environmental Impact on the Surroundings

4.06 The nearest village is located about 750m to the northeast. Domestic structures are found to
the East of the Application site. To address possible adverse impact, the Site would be fenced
off by 2.5m high and 0.1m thick solid boundary wall on the east side and 2.5 high metal sheets
on the remaining sides.

4.07 Since operating hours will be restricted from 8 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. on Mondays to Fridays and
from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Saturdays, the proposed development will unlikely create significant
adverse environmental impact to the nearby residents.

No Adverse Traffic Impact on the Surroundings

4.08 As the Application Site is directly accessible via Man Kam To Road, not more than 10 daily
trips will be made by goods vehicles to/from the Application Site. This is the same as the
current operation in KTN. During peak hours, there would be only two goods vehicle trips (i.e.
one at AM peak and one PM peak.) During non-peak hours (i.e. 10a.m. — 4p.m.), there would
be no more than 7 vehicle trips per day. The trips for staff/visitors are also restricted to no
more than 4 vehicle trips daily to avoid causing traffic impact on Man Kam To Road.
Adequate spaces for maneuvering of vehicles are provided within the Site and no queuing of

goods vehicles outside.

5. Conclusion

5.01 The Site is the subject of a previously approved planning application No. AINE-FTA/196 for a

In facing of difficulties of the Applicant to identify a suitable site for relocation of their timber
business, there are no other alternative opﬁons for the Applicant due to unique operational
needs of the timber yard. The Appliéation Site is the best locational choice due to its locational
advantage and less susceptible to the local environment. Valuable land resources can also be
optimized due to its locational advantage and similar uses on the surrounding areas in which

no interface problems will be arisen out of the proposed development.

To assess the potential impaéts arising . from the proposed development, traffic and
environmental review have been conducted and it is concluded that no insurmountable

technical problem is idéntified.

In view of the justifications as presented in this planning statement, it is hoped that members
of the Board and relevant Government departments will approve this application for a period

4.3 In addition, the following measures and on-site practice are recommended in order to
minimize the potential impact:

1. Introduction

The planning statement is submitted to the Town Planning Board (“The Board”) in support of a
planning application for proposed Temporary Rural Workshop (Timber Yard/Sawmill) (the ‘proposed
development’) for a period of 3 years at Lots 581 (Part), 582 (Part), 583, and 584RP and adjoining
government land in D.D. 89 Man Kam To Road, Sha Ling, N.T. (“the Application site”)

1.01 The Application Site, covering an area of about 4,164 sq.m., falls within an area zoned
“‘Agriculture” (“AGR”) on the Approved Fu Tei Au & Sha Ling Outline Zoning Plan (OZP) No.
S/NE-FTA/16. According to the Notes of the OZP, ‘Rural Workshop (Timber Yard/Sawmill)’ is
neither a Column 1 nor Column 2 use of the “AGR” zone, and temporary use or development
of any land or building not exceeding a period of three years requires planning permission from
the Board.

1.02 The Applicant, Kinform Timber Company Limited (hereafter “the Applicant”), is the associated
company of Kinform Limited which is based in Hong Kong and has been operated a timber
business in Ma Tso Lung, Kwu Tung North, N.T. for aimost 30 years. The Applicant’s timber yard
was relocated to Ma Tso Lung from Kowloon some 30 years ago due to urban growth. In the
1970’s, the Government allocated and sold the land in Ma Tso Lung to those timber operators
affected by relocation. Since thén, Ma Tso Lung has become a hub of timber factories. The
current application is submitted to facilitate the relocation of timber yard and sawmill workshop
in Kwu Tung North (i.e. Lot 2240 S.E ss.1 in D.D. 96 and nearby Government land, Ma Tso

Lung).

1.03 The Site is the subject of a previously approved planning application (Application No.: A/NE-
FTA/196) for proposed temporary rural workshop (timber yard and sawmill) for a period of three
years and the permission is valid until 6.3.2023. The current application is for the same applied
use submitted by the same applicant. During the detailed design stage, minor changes to the
site boundary and layout have been made to meet the requirements of relevant Departments in
order to comply with the approval conditions granted. As the revised scheme involves an
increase of site area of about 648 sq.m. (+18.4%) when compared with the approved scheme
under planning application No. A/INE-FTA/196, such changes in site area fall outside the scope
of Class A/B amendments according to the Town Planning Board Guidelines No. 36B and
require a fresh application to the Town Planning Board (TPB). It is important to highlight that
even though the site area has increased, the applied use and major development parameters
including the total Covered Area of the workshop remains the same (i.e. 2,670 sq.m). The
Applicant will apply for a Short Term Waiver (STW) and Short Term Tenancy (STT) to the Lands
Department after obtaining the planning approval.

1.1 The Application Site
The Application is located at Man Kam To Road, Sha Ling, N.T. The Application Site is flat and

currently vacant.

1.2 Development Proposal

1.2.1 The Applicant proposes to convert the Application Site from a vacant site into a Temporary
Rural Workshop (Timber Yard/Sawmill) for a period of 3 years. The Application Site has an

area of about 4,164 sq.m (Adjoining of Government Land). The ingress/egress point will

be at the northern side connecting Man Kam To Road with 8m in width. A main structure,
with a total covered land area of about 2,670 sq.m. (about 64.12% of the total site area)
and with height of not more than 12 m, is proposed as a rural workshop for storage of
timber/plywood and other construction materials, cutting of timber, loading/unloading and
parking purposes. 1 loading/unloading spaces (3.5m x 16m) for container vehicles or
medium goods vehicles and 2 private car parking spaces (2.5m x 5m) for staff/visitors are
proposed (see Layout Plan).

Recommended Advisory Clauses

to note the following comments of the District Lands Officer/North, Lands Department
(DLO/N, LandsD):

(i)  the Site comprises private lots which are Old Schedule lots held under the Block
Government Lease (demised for agricultural use) without any guarantee of right of
access. The applicant should make his own arrangement for acquiring access to the
application site, and there is no guarantee that any adjoining Government Land (GL)
will be allowed for vehicular access to the Site for the proposed use;

(i) according to the proposed development, toilets would be erected on the site. The
applicant should note that any proposed toilet facilities should meet current health
requirements; and

(iii) the owner of the application lots has submitted applications to her office for a STW
and a STT, which are being processed by her office and will be considered by
Government in its landlord’s capacity.
